Approximately 15 minute walk 
from Burslem to Middleport Pottery  

•	 From Bus Stop E: Services 9 or 25 to Newcastle-under-Lyme Bus Station.  
Change onto service 98 and alight at Longport Rail Station. Follow walking 
route on map above    

Cycle and walking
•	 Follow the route shown to canal on map overleaf. Bikes can be hired at the station 

from Brompton Dock Cycle Hire - bromptonbikehire.com
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Exit Longport Station

Turn left into 
Middleport Pottery

Continue on Station Street 
until you reach the canal
Turn left and then right 
along the canal towpath
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Cross over the canal
Turn left onto Milvale St
